The Department of Law, University of Mumbai is conducting Online LL.M. Common 

Entrance Exam for admission of LL.M. (Two Years) Programme for the academic year 2023- 

2024. 

Eligibility: Candidates who have passed LL.B. or those who have appeared for the Final 

Semester Examinations of 3 or 5 year LL.B. Programme from the University of Mumbai or 

any other recognized University are eligible to apply for online LL.M. Common Entrance 

Examination 2023. 

Candidates who are currently pursuing LL.M. will be required to cancel their earlier LL.M. 

Admission for appearing in LL.M. CET 2023.
